This is a Guided Ride to help riders become familiar with the trails - 2 hour ride at a walk.  
Limit of 10 riders.  Horses MUST cross water.  Negative coggins required on day of ride. 
 
Directions: 
From Westminster: Rt.140 & Rt. 97S 
Take Rt. 140 East toward Finksburg, Travel 6.7 miles 
Turn right to take Rt.91 South toward Gamber. 
Travel 1.8 miles and turn left onto Deer Park Road. 
Continue 1.6 miles to parking area on both sides of Deer Park Road, near power lines 
Pull off on either side of Deer Park Road to park. 
 
From Eldersburg: Rt. 26 & Rt. 32 
Take Rt. 32 North toward Gamber 
Travel 5 miles and turn right to take Rt. 91 North towards Finksburg. 
Travel 1.5 miles and turn right onto Deer Park Road. 
Continue 1.6 miles to parking area on both sides of Deer Park Road, near power lines. 
Pull off on either side of Deer Park Road to park. 
 
***Note:  In the event of inclement weather, muddy trail conditions may necessitate ride 
postponement.
