Ring #1—Footing: Manufactured stone dust 
 Size: 125 ft. x 220 ft. 

Ring #2—Footing: Manufactured stone dust 
 Size: 140 ft. x 240 ft. 

The rings are located in the center of a 27 
acre site with plenty of parking area.  A 
stone entrance drive is well marked at the 
Grimville Road entrance.   Direction signs 
are located on Route 27 at Watersville Road 
and on Route 94 at Newport Road. 

Fee Schedule: 

$150/Per Day 
Other Equine Organizations: 

$250 Per Day 
Instructions in the ring (by reservation) 
 $10/Per Student/Per Lesson 

Instructors and students must sign a release.  
Reservations require a certificate of insurance 
for $1,000,000 liability insurance protection. 

Use of the ring for schooling purposes is free to 
members; a release form must be signed before 
the combination to the gate can be obtained.
